How many players in a Jnr Oztag team?
8 players take the field - with most teams registering about 10 -11 players so they have a few reserves
Do we have to register a whole team?

No, we accept whole teams, part thereof and individuals.

What are the costs involved?
$100 registration per player and $30 for Oztag shorts and tights. Active Kid’s Vouchers are accepted. 

Friday Jnr Mixed Comp is $90 per player.
Where do we buy the shorts or tights?

They are available at Registration days and at every venue once competitions commence.
Do we have to organise team shirts?

Players within each team must wear the same colour shirt, or singlet top. A Visible Number on the back of each shirt is compulsory.

Where do we register if choosing not to do it online?

Please refer to the flyer on this website for details of the Registration afternoon for your Association in early September. 

How long does a game last?

45 minutes in total. 2 x 20 min halves with a half time break.

When does the competition start and finish?
Comps Commence Mid October- (after School resumes). We then break for the Christmas School Holidays, and Comps resumes when school resumes in the new year. Comps should conclude by early March  (Friday Mixed Kick-off in Sept and conclude in Dec)
Do we play at the same place each week?

Yes, with games scheduled every 45 minutes during that afternoon, so your time may vary but we aim to keep teams at same venues each week where possible. 

Where can I find the draws each week?

Everybody is encouraged to download the Sportsfix app as all Draws will be loaded on there. Team delegates will be given a paper copy of their draw at the start of the season also which gives them the name and contact for the Convenor at their venue.

How do the “Age Divisions” work?

We offer Boys Divisions – U6’s, U8’s, U10’s, U12’s, U14’s, U16’s.

Girls Divisions –U6’s, U8’s, U10’s, U12’s, U14’s, U16’s – you can play up an age divisions but you can’t be older than the age of that division. Eg…In an U10’s Division, you can play in this Divisions if you are 10 or under up until 31st December of that year that you register.
Do we have to organise training sessions?

No, this is a recreational game and training can be organised only if you wish.

Can coaches take the field with the team?

Only with the younger age divisions ie; U6’s U8’s and U10’s games. (this is an option only, not compulsory)
Can a player wear League Tag shorts or Tights?

They are not allowed due to the difference in the make of these garments to Official OZTAG gear. They are also not covered by our Insurance Policy

Can players wear Representative uniforms at domestic comps?
No – players must wear official OZTAG shorts or tights (no Representative attire) and their domestic competition team shirt for their midweek games. This is to ensure all players commence their weekly game as equals – and this brings Jnr OZTAG in line with other codes ie... Netball, Soccer, Rugby League, Hockey, Basketball. 
How does a Jnr OZTAG player become eligible to play in a Jnr OZTAG Representative Tournament?
Players must be registered in a current Jnr Oztag Competition in a Sutherland Shire Association. Players must have played a minimum of 7 games and have signed on for these games.

How many games must a player have participated in to qualify to play in a Semi-Final Series in the Domestic Competition

Players must have played a minimum of 5 games and have signed on for these games.

What is the minimum number of players a team can take the field with if some players are unavailable? 

Teams can start the game and play with as few as 5 players.

Are Teams ever re-graded after the season commences? 
Re-grading takes place (where possible) after Round 3 or when 3 games have been played. 
How do we know if games are cancelled due to Wet or Extreme Weather?

We aim to notify Team Delegates via a Text SMS message  – if games have to be cancelled. 

We will also post it on our facebook page. (Sutherland Shire Jnr Oztag)
